NESS MOVED TO LONDON AND HOLDS DUAL CITIZENSHIP. HE IS BEST KNOWN 

FOR HIS BOOKS FOR YOUNG ADULTS, INCLUDING THE CHAOS WAL-

ING TRILOGY AND A MONSTER CALLS. 

NESS WON THE ANNUAL CARNEGIE MEDAL IN 2011 AND IN 2012, 

FOR MONSTERS OF MEN AND A MONSTER CALLS. HE IS ONE OF SEVEN WRIT-

ERS TO WIN TWO MEDALS, AND THE SECOND TO WIN CONSECUTIVELY. 

HE WROTE THE SCREENPLAY OF THE 2016 FILM ADAPTATION OF A MONSTER 

CALLS, AND WAS THE CREATOR AND WRITER OF THE DOCTOR WHO SPIN-OFF
