


Sad Stats …

• Fewer than 1 in 2 children and young people aged 8 to 18 said that 
they enjoyed reading in 2022.

• Fewer than 3 in 10 (28.0%) children and young people aged 8 to 18 
said that they read daily, the second-lowest level we’ve recorded 
since we started asking this question.

• Fewer boys (45.6%) than girls (54.9%) said they enjoy reading in 2022.
• Reading enjoyment decreased with age, from 3 in 4 (75.4%) 5- to 8-year-

olds, to 45.3% of those aged 14 to 16.
• Reading enjoyment and daily reading are linked: of those who enjoy 

reading, half (48.5%) read daily compared with 1 in 11 (9.3%) of those who 
don’t enjoy reading

• Avid readers are open to new opinions and insights – flexibility which translates to a more 
opportunistic mindset. Clearly, in a professional, or entrepreneurial context, this pays dividends.

• Books also provide important talking points that can be used to facilitate the exchange of ideas 
and connect with prominent people, helping us develop congruent social circles and beneficial 
workplace dynamics.

• Books, by their very nature, have the added inspirational benefit, providing the motivating force 
and activation energy needed to change our behaviour and adopt more productive patterns of 
living.

• Other skills-based benefits of reading include an attribute that distinguishes many successful 
individuals – communication. Consuming copious books helps to improve our writing skills and 
diction, helping us to deconstruct complicated ideas and convey them clearly and succinctly.
