> and processes. With the guidance of their teacher students will research ideas for a final piece and produce test pieces before creating
(@) their final piece. Pupils will also complete their exam in the Spring term.
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The exam paper will be handed out during the first lesson back after Christmas.
Pupils will choose from seven starting points and create a digital portfolio that
explores relevant artists, creative editing processes, annotation, photographic
shoots and final piece designs. Pupils will also complete a final piece of their own
design, completed in exam conditions in the 10-hour exam.
